Lent is a season of soul-searching and repen-

tance. It is a season for reflection and taking 

stock. Lent originated in the very earliest days of 

the Church as a preparatory time for Easter, 

when the faithful rededicated themselves and 

when converts were instructed in the faith and 

prepared for baptism. By observing the forty 

days of Lent, the individual Christian imitates 

Jesusõ withdrawal into the wilderness for forty 

days. All churches that have a continuous his-

tory extending before AD 1500 observe Lent. 

The ancient church that wrote, collected, canon-

ized, and propagated the New Testament also 

observed Lent, believing it to be a command-

ment from the apostles. [www.kencollins.com] 

Wednesday, February 17th, was Ash Wednesday ð 

the beginning of Lent.  At Redeemer we are ob-

serving the Lenten Season by òFollowing The Son 

To An Understanding Of Some Of The Core Values 

Of Our Faith.ó   Each Sunday, in the morning mes-

sage, we will examine one of the core values of 

the Christian faith.   

On the Thursday evening before Easter, at 7 PM, 

we will celebrate Holy Communion and observe a 

Tenebrae service ð a òService of Shadowsó where 

the sanctuary is slowly darkened as we read the 

passages that lead up to the crucifixion. Following 

the last passage, the congregation is asked to 

leave in silence.  In the past, this has been a 

most moving service. 

On Good Friday we will have a service in the Fam-

ily Life Center at 7 PM that will conclude with bap-

tism.  Last year we baptized 39 people in this 

service and some folks who attended were 

moved to tears of joy. 

Easter Sunday will include 

a Sunrise Service, break-

fast, and our regular 

morning worship ser-

vices. 

Come on Redeemerõs 

Lenten Journey with 

us.  Share in the excitement and joy of the Resur-

rection of our Lord.  Celebrate with your family 

and friends.  It will change your life ð I promise.

Luke 6:13 says, òHe chose twelve whom He also 

named apostles.ó The word apostle in Greek is 

apostello.  Apostello means, òto send outó. I re-

cently read that the word apostello has an exact 

parallel in Aramaic. The Aramaic word is shaliah. 

In first century Jewish culture, the shaliah was an 

official representative of the Sanhedrin. A shaliah

Prominent rabbis also had 

their shaliah, òsent onesó 

who represented them 

with full authority. In Mat-

thew 4:19 Jesus said, 

òcome, follow meéó Je-

sus was calling the disci-

ples to leave everything 

and to begin a journey of 

preparation that would lead to the estab-

lishment of the Christian Church. 

Jesus gives us the same command. He 

calls us to follow him and just like the 

twelve disciples, we often take missteps on

What an exciting month February was!  God 

was moving in big ways in many arenas.   

February 5th & 6th Lisa, Michaela, and I 

took a group of teens to Columbus for the 

Dare 2 Share conference where they met 

with several thousand other teens to learn 

how to share the Gospel with their peers.  

We knew it was going to be a blessed time 

for the kids as we were traveling.  If you 

remember, Friday February 5th was when 

the first big snow storm hit.  I-70 was all 

but non-existent.  We 

traveled 25-35 mph 

from Dayton to Columbus, 

often wondering which 

lane we were actually in.  

The battle had begun!  But 

all was worth it to see our 

youth, defying their culture 

and reaching out to their friends with the 

Gospel. 

Riding on the coattails of that experience, 

the Sunday evening youth worship service 

was birthed on February 14th.  There were 

approximately 30 in attendance.  Our youth 

worship team lead worship and we ended 

the evening praying with and for each 

other, seeing God move on the hearts of 

our youth. 

Last month I talked about our upcoming trip 

to Guatemala.  We have had explosive inter-

est in being part of the Redeemer team this 

year.  To date 54 people

only had 25 spots offered to us.  

Eight of these are taken by our 

youth.  I guess itõs time to start 

praying about the possibility of 

another trip later on in the year!

We are considering acquiring new hymnals 

for use in the Heritage Service.  Members 

of the Redeemer church family come from 

various traditions including Reformed, 

Methodist, Presbyterian, Baptist, and Epis-

copal among others.  With each tradition, 

come favorite hymns and songs.  An old 

familiar hymn to a Baptist may be a new 

song to others.  There seem to be few 

hymns that are common to all.  In selecting 

hymns for the Heritage service, the text is 

an important consideration.  An effort is 

made to choose congregational songs to 

support and reinforce the pastorõs mes-

sage.  This can be challenging given 

the limited number of hymns that 

everyone knows.  

It is difficult to sing an unfamiliar 

song - especially when all we have are the 

words.  Learning a new hymn or worship 

song would be easier if we had some help 

from printed music.  There are several hym-

nals that have been published recently that 

include many traditional hymns as well as a 

few more recent worship songs. 

Let the godly sing with joy to the Lord, 

for it is fitting to praise him.  Praise the 

Lord with melodies on the lyre; make 

music for him on the ten-stringed harp.  

Sing new songs of praise to him; play 

skillfully on the harp and sing with joy.

The Redeemer Sanctuary Choir and Praise 

Band along with a few friends will be pre-

senting the Easter cantata, Thank You for 

the Cross on Palm Sunday morning at a 

combined Heritage and Contemporary ser-

vice at 11:00 AM in the Sanctuary.  The 

musical program praises Christ the risen 

Lamb with traditional hymns (òAll Hail the 

Power of Jesusõ Nameó, òHallelujah, What a 

Savior!ó) and more contemporary worship 

songs (òCome, Now Is the Time to Worshipó, 

òYou Are My Kingó, òThatõs Why We Praise 

Himó).  The cantata will be presented as 

part of the morning worship which will in-

clude congregational singing (òThe 

Palmsó) . 

The Cross is one of the most powerful sym-

bols of our heritage.  Symbols serve to re-

mind us of an event, concept, or idea that 

has played a profound and significant role 

in our lives.  More than the thing itself, a 

symbol points us to a 

greater reality, often some-

thing òlarger than lifeó and in 

the best cases, something 

greater than ourselves.  Symbols unite us in 

our devotion and our allegiance. 

Few symbols have impacted the Christian 

like those of the cross and of the Lamb.  In 

the cross weõre called to a thankful life of 

servanthood.  In the Lamb, we see not only 

meekness and purity, but, as Johnõs Revela-

tion reminds us, a victorious Savior ð One 

to whom all glory, honor, and praise is due. 

May the reality behind these symbols call 

you to praise, to gratitude, and to devotion.  

As you remain grateful for the cross, our 

prayer is that you will worship in spirit and 

in truth as we sing hallelujah to the Risen 

Lamb!

½ cup blanched almonds 

½ cup bread crumbs

cheese is melted.  Add 

broccoli.
