Each day I receive an email from Brian Kluth, who

with you in this Pastoral letter: 

EXCEL IN THE GRACE OF GIVING 

CROSSING "LINES IN THE SAND" TO 

GIVE MORE GENEROUSLY 

Wherever you are in your journey to a more 

generous life, God wants to take you further!

The Bible says in 2 Corinthians 8:7, òJust as you 

excel in everythingésee that you also excel in this 

grace of giving.ó I have discovered that the Lord 

will draw a new line in the sand for each of us to 

cross over in order to live more generously and to 

experience Him more fully. Every step of the way, 

God calls us to consider the resources He has 

placed in our hands. Then, He invites us to re-

lease them for His work and to trust Him to be 

our provider. At each point, we may find ourselves 

fearful and want to hold on to what we have in-

stead of letting it go and trusting God with our 

needs. In my life, these lines in the sand to be-

come more generous have included the following: 

Giving more than I thought I could afford to give  

As a young man who had recently come to a per-

sonal faith in Jesus Christ, I was prompted in my 

heart during a church service to 

put a $20 bill in the offering 

plate. Prior to that time, I had 

never given more than a few 

dollars. As I wrestled with 

this prompting, I contem-

plated putting the $20 

bill in and taking out change! Ultimately, with a 

shaking hand, I gave the $20 (without taking 

change) and in the next few days I experienced 

Godõs peace and provision in such a way that I 

did not regret giving that amount. 

Giving even while I was in debt  There was a sea-

son in my life when my bills had piled up so high 

that I had more month than I had money! It was 

during this time that I was prompted in my heart 

to start giving 10% of my income to the Lord. This 

didnõt make sense to me since I didnõt have 

enough money to pay my bills and take care of

my needs every month. But I decided to 

trust God and cross over this new line in 

the sand to live and give more generously. 

The next time I received a paycheck, the 

first check I wrote (hesitantly) was a check 

for 10% to the Lordõs work. As I continued 

to do this, I noticed that I was not as foolish 

with my money, I had a greater trust in God 

to provide for my needs, and I began to 

make progress in paying off my debts. I 

also joined a Crown Financial Ministries 

Bible study (www.crown.org) and learned 

how to prayerfully develop a spending plan 

to help me get out of debt completely 

within a few years. 

Giving a large gift that was worth half a 

yearõs salary  As a young couple, my wife 

and I were prompted to sacrificially give a 

gift from our savings account to help a 

Christian ministry. At the time, this five-

figure gift was 

worth more than a 

half a yearõs sal-

ary. As we prayed 

and discussed this 

giving opportunity, 

we decided to write a list of all the things 

we would be giving up if we gave this gift. 

We prayed and decided that this was a new 

line in the sand that God was calling us to 

cross. Again, with a bit of a shaking hand, I 

wrote the check. A few years later, we 

found the list we had written and we were 

amazed to discover that God had gra-

ciously and unexpectedly provided for 

every item on the list that we thought we 

had given up. Through this experience we 

learned that you can never out give God. 

Another time, the Lord led us to give an-

other gift that was equal to a yearõs salary. 

Giving increased offerings by òCounting 

Our Blessingsó  For years, we would sit 

down on Sunday nights with a pencil and 

notebook and list the ways God had pro-

vided for us over the last seven days (e.g., 

my main income, my wifeõs substitute 

(Continued from page 1 - Pastor Kim) teaching income, unexpected financial in-

come/ gifts, discounts on purchases, hospi-

tality/help we experienced, and more). Based 

on what we recorded, we would give 10% of 

my expected salary to our church and give 

10% or more of the other financial blessings 

to other Christian causes and needs. 

Giving more by limiting our lifestyle  There 

was a season in our lives when we were mak-

ing more than we ever dreamed possible. 

During this time, we felt Godõs new line in the 

sand for us was to limit our lifestyle spending 

so we could increase our giving. We decided 

that we would limit our lifestyle spending to a 

specific annual amount and that ALL monies 

received over this amount would be given 

100% to the Lordõs work. To do this, we 

opened up two different checking accounts. 

The first check book was for our living ex-

penses (a set amount each month) and the 

other check book was for our increased giv-

ing. God ultimately 

used this decision 

and allowed us to not 

only increase our giv-

ing, but also for me to 

accept a Senior Pas-

tor position at a salary that was 65% less 

than we were making. 

Giving more by giving higher percentages of 

our income  From this booklet, you see that I 

believe that giving 10% to the Lordõs work is 

the starting blocks and not the finish line of 

faithful biblical giving. In my own life and in 

the lives of generous people Iõve known, Iõve 

learned that by giving 10%, it is much easier 

to obey Godõs promptings and learn to give 

higher percentages of income and assets to 

the Lordõs work in the future.  

What about you? What òline in the sandó is 

God calling you to cross at this time in order 

for you to live a more generous life and excel 

in the grace of giving?  (Brian Kluth)

Time ð 1,150 ð 1,000 B.C. 

Summary ð 1 Samuel is the first of two his-

torical books which describe Israelõs transi-

tion from a loose confederation of tribes to 

a strong and united nation. It portrays the 

anointing of the first king of Israel, 

Saul, by a great prophet, Samuel. 

It recounts the degenerating reign 

of Saul and the succession to his 

throne of David, a man "after Godõs 

own heart". In the original Hebrew 

text, the books of Samuel were con-

sidered one book by the Hebrew scribes. 

The second book begins with the ascension 

of David to the throne. The rest of the book 

records the eventful reign of David. It con-

cludes with the blessing of Solomon by 

David.  

1 & 2  K I N G S  

Author ð Uncertain  

Time ð 1000 ð 586 B.C.  

Summary ð In the original Jewish texts, 

these books were regarded as one book. 

The two books contain the history of the 

Jewish monarchy from the death of David 

(around 970 B.C.) to the Babylonian 

exile (586 B.C.). They trace the division 

of the Jewish nation into the Kingdom 

of Judah in the south and the King-

dom of Israel in the north. 1 & 2 Kings 

record Israelõs history from a reli-

gious, rather than a civil, viewpoint. 

As such, they record the religious progress 

of the nation and show the various steps in 

the moral growth and decay of the king-

dom. 1 Kings opens with Israel in its glory, 

and 2 Kings closes with Israel in ruins. The 

purpose of the Book of Kings is to record

There are many key words in Johnõs Gospel, 

and dominant throughout is the word 

"believe", which occurs over eighty times. The 

word, however, implies a belief that has de-

veloped into faith or conviction. As such, this 

Gospel was written for believers. They are 

enabled thereby to perceive the inner 

strength of Jesus. Another peculiarity is the 

frequent use of the word "Jew". It is only 

found once in Matthew, twice in Mark and in 

Luke, but over sixty times in John.  

John concerns himself more with the Judean 

ministry, which Matthew and Mark hardly 

touch upon, and he records eight miracles 

(which he terms "signs") that set in sequen-

tial order the whole purpose of God in Christ.

Summery Avocado BLTôs 

¶ 2 large Haas avocados (about 1 lb.) 

¶ 1 Tablespoon fresh lemon juice, more to 

taste 

¶ Kosher salt 

¶ 1 large tomato (about ¾ lb), 8 slices 

¶ 2 tablespoons olive oil 

¶ 8 thick slices bacon (about 10 ounces) 

¶ 1 large Vidalia onion, cut into ½ inch 

thick rounds (about 8 slices) 

¶ 8 ½ inch thick slices bread (rustic white, 

whole wheat or sourdough), toasted 

¶ 8 Boston lettuce leaves  

In a small bowl, mash one of the avocados 

with the lemon juice and ¼ teaspoon salt.  

Taste and season the avocado with more 

lemon juice and salt if needed.  Slice the 

second avocado into thin slices.  Fan the 

tomato slices on a large plate, drizzle with 1 

tablespoon oil and sprinkle with ½ tea-

spoon salt. 

In a large (12 inch) heavy skillet, cook the 

bacon with 

the remaining 

1 tablespoon 

oil over me-

dium heat, 

flipping occa-

sionally, until 

it browns and 

renders much 

of its fat, 

about 5 min-

utes.  Transfer the bacon to a plate lined with 

paper towels.  Add the onion rounds to the 

skillet, sprinkle lightly with salt and cook until 

they start to turn brown, about 2 minutes.  

Flip and cook until the other sides brown but 

they are still firm, about 2 minutes more.  

Remove from heat. 

For each sandwich, spread the mashed avo-

cado on one bread slice.  Top with 2 slices of 

tomato, 2 onion rounds, bacon, lettuce and 

avocado slices.  Add the remaining slice of 

bread and serve.  Makes 4 servings.
