nõt tell us when that appointed time is.  None of 

us know when the Lord will choose to call us 

home. 

Does knowing the day and time make a differ-

ence in our daily priorities?  In other words, can 

we do as we please as long as we think òIt wonõt 

be today or tomorrowó?     

I remember a person from a former church I 

served whom I encountered one day reading their 

Bible.  I said to them, òHey, what are you do-

ing?ó  Their response was, òCramming for my fi-

nals.ó  As I remember college life, òcramming for 

finalsó was usually done late at night before the 

exam the next day.  It seemed to be a time of 

near panic ð not knowing if I had the mastery of 

the material or not.  I realized then that it would 

have been so much better to study regularly each 

day and keep up with the discipline 

of knowing the class material. 

Does that illustration apply to the 

way we live of our Christian lives?  Can we 

put off indefinitely making a commitment 

to love and serve the Lord?  Can we say 

that when we get older ð or closer to òour time to 

goó ð then we will get things right with the Lord?   

As you read this issue of òThe Happeningó ð right 

now at this very moment ð what is your greatest 

priority?  What is it that is most important to 

you?  What should be most important?

Summary ð  Acts records the foundation 

and activities of the firstðcentury church. It 

illustrates the struggles and problems that 

they faced as well as the solutions to over-

come the problems. It describes the power 

that was given to a select number of men 

by the Holy Spirit at Pentecost to promote 

the Gospel. The book also traces the mis-

sionary journeys of Paul as he helped form 

churches throughout Asia Minor, southeast-

ern Europe and Rome.  

RO M A N S 

Author ð Paul  

Time ð 58 to 60 A.D.    

Summary ð  Paul was instructed by the Lord 

Jesus Christ to be a minister to the 

Gentile people. He begins the letter by 

showing how all men are sinners in 

the eyes of God and therefore worthy 

of death. However, Paul explains that 

Jesus Christ was the "last Adam" in 

whom no sin was found, and is able 

to provide an acceptable covering for menõs 

sin if they agree that God is always right, 

accepting all that Jesus said and follow af-

ter him in their own lives. With this in mind, 

Paul explains the distinction between the 

Jews and the Gentiles and the final out-

come of all things when the Lord Jesus re-

turns to the earth to establish the Kingdom 

of God.
