"painful" and unsuccessful visit to the young
church in an attempt to give instruction and
guidance on several divisive issues. Upon
learning that a majority of members had
repented, he wrote the letter of 2nd Corin-
thians. It gives encouragement, yet teaches
of the suffering that each member must
face for the Lord
