Hello Redeemer Family!  In last month's 

small groups section, we looked at some 

material from Bill Gothard regarding disci-

pleship.  We were given a 

list of "rewards" for keep-

ing Christ's commands.  In 

this month's newsletter, 

we're going to look at 49 

general commands of 

Christ.   The theme of all 

Scripture is to love God 

with all of our hearts, and 

to love one another.  We see this in Matt 

22:37-39(NASB) where Christ is speaking 

to one of the Pharisees: And He said to him 

"YOU SHALL LOVE THE LORD YOUR GOD 

WITH ALL YOUR HEART, WITH ALL YOUR 

SOUL, AND WITH ALL YOUR MIND.  This 

is the great and foremost command-

ment.  The second is like it, "YOU SHALL 

LOVE YOUR NEIGHBOR AS YOUR-

SELF".  We also see this directive 

in John 13:34(NASB) - A new 

commandment that I give you, that 

you love one another, even as I have 

loved you, that you also love one another.   

What are 49 ways that we can show our 

love for God and one another? 

1.  Repent - Matt 4:17(NASB) From that 

time, Jesus began to preach and say 

"repent, for the kingdom of heaven is at 

hand".  What does repentance look 

like?  Many things come to mind, but 

let's focus on one - humility.  It's quite 

difficult to go to the Lord for forgiveness 

for our sins with pride on our counte-

nance or a chip on our shoulder.  True 

repentance is a humbling experience.  It 

can be difficult to admit that we have 

made a mistake - the bigger the mis-

take, the more difficult it can be to con-

fess the error of our ways. 

2.  Follow Me - Matt 4:19 And He said to 

them "follow Me and I will make you fish-

ers of men".  What does this look 

like?  Meekness.  Jesus says in Matt 

11:29 (KJV) Take My yoke upon you, for 

I am meek and lowly (humble) in heart: 

and ye shall find rest unto your 

souls.  WOW.  Jesus describes Himself 

as meek.  What does meekness look 

like biblically?  Great power under con-

trol.  Beloved, I don't believe that any of 

us view Jesus Christ, our Lord and Sav-

ior, as someone who was cowardly, 

frightened, or someone to be walked 

upon. . . . If we will follow Him, and 

take His yoke upon ourselves, Jesus 

tells us that we shall find rest unto 

our souls.  So let's be meek! 

Let's allow Christ to disciple 

us by and through His Holy Spirit.  

3.  Rejoice - Matt 5:12(KJV) Rejoice and be 

exceeding glad, for great is your reward 

in heaven.  What does this look 

like?  Joyfulness!  We are strangers 

passing through, this is not our 

home!  Our home is in heaven with our 

Father.  When the cares of this world 

begin to drag us down, let's take a mo-

ment and think about whose child we 

are,  count our many blessings and re-

mind ourselves that our life is but a va-

por (James 4:14 NASB).  Let's show the 

joy that we have in our lives because of

N E W BO O K S F O R SE P T E M B E R 

E C C L E S I A S T E S  

Author ð Solomon  

Time ð 960 B.C. 

Summary ð The name Ecclesiastes comes 

from the root meaning "to assemble to-

gether". As such, the book forms a collec-

tion of many wise sayings and proverbs of 

Solomon. The book is mainly composed of 

observations of life. Solomon, having lived a 

full life with all its pleasures, concludes that 

life is "vanity". "Vanity" in Ecclesiastes, and 

elsewhere in Scripture, does not mean fool-

ish pride, but the emptiness of life apart 

from God. It means "that which 

soon vanishes away". What better 

man to speak about life than a man 

who was given all it had to offer. 

Without God, life would be meaning-

less, and all his worldly possessions 

would amount to nothing. Therefore, 

the conclusion of his studies states 

that man should love and fear God 

and obey His commandments.  

SO N G  O F  SO N G S  

Author ð Solomon  

Time ð About 960 B.C. 

Summary ð It consists of speeches in He-

brew poetry. It depicts the beauty and pure 

love between a man and a woman which 

develops into a mature undying relation-

ship. Some believe that it shows the rela-

tionship between Christ and his bride, the 

body of believers, which will be consum-

mated at his return. The basic message is 

the purity and sacredness of love. There are 

various interpretations.  

I S A I A H   

Author ð Isaiah  

Time ð 740 - 690 B.C.  

Summary ð Isaiah ministered during the 

rule of Uzziah, Jotham, Ahaz and Hezekiah. 

His primary focus was the coming judgment 

on the southern kingdom of Judah due to 

its great wickedness. Isaiah identified the 

root of Judahõs trouble as its idolatry and 

apostasy. Although he spoke of judgments 

on other nations as well, he urged the kings 

and the people to put their trust in God 

rather than in alliances with earthly powers. 

He comforted his people with the realization 

that God loves those who are faithful to Him 

and keep His commandments. He spoke of 

the future Messiah who would come to re-

deem the nation and restore the Kingdom.  

G A L AT I A N S  

Author ð Paul  
Time ð 48 ð 50 A.D.    

Summary ð  The letter to the churches in 

Galatia focuses on the divisions that Jewish 

Christians were causing among new 

Gentile converts. These Judaisers 

were trying to convince the Gentiles 

that first, Paulõs authority was given 

by men and not by God, and sec-

ondly, that they needed to be circum-

cised and to keep the ritual law in 

order to be saved. Paul argues that 

both Jew and Gentile alike enjoy in Christ 

complete salvation. Through Christ they can 

be justified, that is, reckoned right with God, 

by association with the Promises made to 

Abraham. Reliance on the Law would only 

lead to death, and could not produce lifeð

giving freedom, as only Christ could grant 

that freedom. Paul was showing that all 

legalistic variations of the Gospel are per-

versions of it and should be shown as such. 

E P H E S I A N S  

Author ð Paul  
Time ð 62 ð 63 A.D.    

Summary ð The letter is divided into two 

sections. The first outlines the blessings 

and spiritual riches in Christ; the second the 

walk in imitation of Christ. The letter illus-

trates the abundance of spiritual riches that 

Christ himself received, namely grace, glory, 

mercy, immortality, and was written to fos-

ter the development of Christðlike behavior. 

By doing so, the believer would learn to 

walk worthy of his vocation; not as Gentiles 

which know not God, but as children of light 

who show forth love and walk correctly in all

Paul 

outlines his own beliefs and states that all 

believers must not be selfðcentered in their 

lives, but must look to Christ for an example 

of selfðsacrifice and unity in purpose. He 

further contrasts enemies of the cross with 

those who are friends of the Lord Jesus and 

the cross. It is thought that Paul wrote this 

epistle while he was in prison.
